Protect yourself from tick bites

Protect yourself from tick bites while enjoying the outdoors:

« Cover as much of your skin as possible.
Wear enclosed shoes.
Tuck your shirt into your pants.
Tuck your pant legs into your socks.

 Useinsect repellent containing DEET or Icaridin on exposed skin.
Follow directions on the label.
Do not use DEET or Icaridin on children under 6 months.

« Check yourself, your children, and your pets after your walk.
Include armpits, groin, and scalp.
Remove ticks from skin promptly and carefully using tweezers.
Shower or bathe within 2 hours of being outdoors.
Put clean and dry clothes in a dryer on high heat for at least 10 minutes.
